SCHOOL VISIT TO TED CONEY’S FAMILY PORTRAITS

Dear
As part of your gallery work  with Art and Design GCSE/A LEVEL groups I would be happy to welcome you to Ted Coney’s Family Portraits sometime.
I have put together a sheet of ideas and possible themes  my work covers,  (enclosed) which may be of interest to you and your students, to show evidence of artists and cultural references or to start off themes for a new project.
Although I normally do guided tours around the work, (and you will see from my web-site there are eight to choose from) I can be entirely flexible about how we approach your visit, to help the students get the most out of the experience. For instance, if they want to make sketches and notes, then we can build that into the programme
I normally take about six people on a guided tour, but could manage about ten students, if they were working in different parts of the house. If you needed to bring more, then you might like to consider a joint trip with the Babylon Gallery, which is about a minute away from here.
Although I normally open on a Sunday for tours during April – December, I could be more flexible for a school visit. Monday, Friday and Saturday are all possible (I still teach on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday). Although the Babylon Gallery is normally closed on a Monday, should you want a joint visit, I should be able to arrange for it to be open (I am a trustee there!) as long as you can organise for enough staff to cover both places.
Both my wife (she is also an art teacher) and I are CRB checked and will be happy to work with your students and to answer any questions about the work and the objects (which are also on display) which have inspired  the paintings.
